Tuesday, 22nd September, Venue: Diocesan

Personality and Spirituality: Revd Angela Butler.  
We all know that we and our parishioners are wired 
differently when it comes to prayer and worship 
styles.  What moves us may sometimes engender 
boredom or even rage in others!  Using insights from 
the Myers Briggs Personality Type indicator (MBTI), 
this day explores how personality may affect the 
ways in which people prefer to pray, worship, 
experience God and how we can encourage them to 
explore things which they donôt initially find 
comfortable. 

(This day will be of most benefit to those who have 
done the Myers Briggs Personality Type Indicator but 
for those who have not it will provide useful insights 
which can be developed in more general ways.) 

Aims: 
That people will gain insights as to how 
personality type affects prayer and worship 
preferences.  
That, if participants have done the MBTI, they 
will have an idea of what particular styles of 
prayer & worship might suit them better than   
others. 
That they gain ideas on how to develop both 
preferred and less preferred styles for 
themselves and others. 
That we share ways in which we can translate 
these ideas into parish life. 

Course content: 

There will be a mixture of materials including 
PowerPoint presentation, group discussion and 
participatory exercises. There will also be resources 
for people to peruse and some for them to buy/take 
away.
